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Field Day Report 22nd  & 23rd July 2017 

Rottnest Island 

Conditions: Wintery:- moderate to large swells and seas decreasing in the afternoons, overnight rain with 

showers throughout the day, strong westerly winds easing in the evenings. 

It was a wild and windy Friday afternoon that saw six keen anglers arrive at the Roushead Ferry Terminal, 

four Beachcombers: Bruce, Ian and the Marks H & N plus two visitors/Rotto virgins Peter and Michael. 

Unfortunately Derry and Scott had to pull out for various medical reasons and Malcolm had work commitments 

so he would come over on the Sunday 

morning ferry. Once the cargo crate was 

packed with our gear, we sat at the Café 

eating and talking about the upcoming fishing 

adventure and retelling previous tales of 

Rottnest Field days to the visitors.
